LADY GASOLINE

Lady Gasoline is an ambitious album, inspired by wildly different muses and music. Following an excellent reception to the record in Chris Singleton’s home country, Ireland, the album is now set for a wider UK release on 23 May 2011.

The record is about the love, lust, anger, joy and frustration that accompany relationships – as told through a mix of musical genres that one wouldn’t normally associate with an Irish troubadour. Gloriously flitting between eras, the album takes us from sixties ballads (Sold the World) to seventies glam (Valium), to eighties electropop (Lady Gasoline), to 90s indie (Let Me Out). There's also a wonderful tribute to the Velvet Underground, the appropriately titled Lou Reed. 

Lady Gasoline is a character of sorts: the common thread that helps the record hang together. In Chris’ words, “she’s a sort of super-muse – she walks all over the record, leaving her bootprints on every track.” As she does so, she brings with her a heady  mix of desire, frustration, sex, conversations, love and above all, some excellent songs. 

The album was recorded in London studio The Style Factory and mastered at Abbey Road by Steve Rooke, the engineer behind the recent Beatles remasters. It is released on the indie label IRL / Proper, the home of acclaimed Irish acts Damien Dempsey, Sharon Shannon and Royseven.

ABOUT CHRIS SINGLETON

Chris Singleton is a Dublin-born, London-based musician obsessed with classic pop music. He writes gems of songs drenched in melody. 

When he released his Twisted City album in 2006/2007 he took the DIY approach.  He self-produced the record, played most of the instruments on it, and then set up a label to release it on his own. 


But it wasn't long before people took notice: quirky gigs on London public transport – on a bus, a boat, a tube and a taxi – to reflect the album's travel themes led to widespread coverage on BBC and ITV; a distribution deal with Universal; and a record which was recorded on a shoestring started to gain national airplay and serious plaudits in both the UK and Ireland.

To record Lady Gasoline, Chris has teamed up with a group of London friends and musicians who have played with a mix of very well-known acts, including the Killers, Razorlight and Cat Stevens.

SOUND AND VISION


To record his music, Chris has had to overcome a rare ear condition, hyperacusis - an ‘allergy to sound’ in which everyday noises, let alone music, are extremely painful. 

He also experiences synesthesia, a condition where he "sees" sounds and words in colour and assigns personalities to them – try asking Chris what colour a Monday is, or what kind of ‘person’ the chord of E is…
